Tucked away on the backroad in Nikao, Circle Cook Islands offers a relaxed, 

hands-on upcycling experience. The tour is operated by local artist and sus-

tainability advocate Sabine Janneck, who specializes in creating accessories 

using upcycled materials such as bicycle inner tubes, food wrappers, and 

other discarded items.  

Guests are guided through each stage of the process, from preparing mate-

rials to cutting, shaping, and assembling their own piece. The experience is 

beginner-friendly and suited to those looking for something creative and 

meaningful. Most guests create earrings, but a bracelet option is also availa-

ble for those who prefer an alternative. 

The tour takes place in the same space as the Circle Cook Islands shop, 

where guests can browse and purchase a range of handcrafted bags, purs-

es, earrings, bracelets, and other upcycled accessories.  

Circle Cook Islands has received international recognition for its sustainability 

practices, including the Energy Globe Award (Cook Islands, 2021) and the 

Global Recycling Award (2025), which reflect the operator’s long-term com-

mitment to environmental education and conscious design. 

Tours are small, personal, and include all tools and materials. Each guest 

leaves with a finished piece and a deeper understanding of how waste can 

be transformed into something purposeful. It is a simple and creative way to 

contribute to making the world and our island paradise a little bit better.
